TOURNAMENT UPDATE

Schedule Update/Revision: USSSA points, which are used to seed the state tournament, were
finalized on Tuesday. The seeding report and points used to seed the 13U AAA State
Championship Pools is included with this packet. At this point, the seeding is final.

Tournament Update: The number of teams competing in the 2009 11U AAA USSSA Missouri State
Championship is 27 teams. Teams will play two pool games, which will take place on Thursday and
Friday. All teams will advance to bracket play with bracket play beginning on Saturday. Pool
assignments and the tournament time schedule follows this update. Teams were seeded to pools
based on their USSSA points earned during the 2009 season (which includes last fall's tournaments).

Mandatory Coaches Meeting: A mandatory coaches meeting has been added to the schedule and
will be held on Thursday at 10AM at the Ozzie Smith Complex. This meeting will review pitching
rules and provide an opportunity for teams to check-In. The meeting will be held at the
Headquarters tent near or in the main complex.

Field Information: The fields for the 2009 13U AAA USSSA Missouri State Championships will be City of
O'Fallon’s Ozzie Smith Complex. Information on and directions to both complexes are included in this
packet.

FIELD DIRECTIONS AND RESTRICTIONS

The following are directions and information on each park which might be used for the
USSSA 11U AAA Missouri State Championship:

Ozzie Smith Sports Complex: At the Ozzie Smith Complex, there are 7 lighted fields which are fully fenced.
Depending upon the number of teams entering the tournament, the Ozzie Smith Complex will be configured for 4-
6 fields for the 11u AAA State Championships. These fields are dirt infields and will be utilizing portable mounds.

Ozzie Smith Complex Directions: From the West: Take 70 East to Highway K & M exit. Take a left and
continue 1 mile to Tom Ginnever Ave. and make a right. Take a right at Ozzie Smith Drive and the ballpark will be
on your left. From the East: Take 70 West to Highway K & M exit. Make a right and continue for 1 mile until Tom
Ginnever Ave and make a right. Take a right on Ozzie Smith Drive and the ballpark will be on your left.

Westhoff Park: At Westhoff Park, there are 4 lighted fields which are fully fenced. These fields are dirt infields
and will be using portable mounds.

Westhoff Park Directions: From West: Take 70 East to Highway K & M exit and make a left. You will then take
a right on St. Joseph Ave and take that until you take a right on St. Margaret. Next you will make a left on Prince
Ruppart Drive and continue on that road until you come to Shepard Drive where you need to turn right. Finally
take a left on the local road and you will see the park. From East: Take 70 West to Highway K & M exit and
make a right. You will then take a right on St. Joseph Ave and take that until you take a right on St. Margaret.
Next you will make a left on Prince Ruppart Drive and continue on that road until you come to Shepard Drive
where you need to turn right. Finally take a left on the local road and you will see the park.

Ozzie Smith Sports Complex and Westhoff Park Restrictions: The Ozzie Smith Sports Complex and
Westhoff Park are rented for the weekend by BC Baseball. BC Baseball has a policy of NOT allowing any
outside food or drinks to be brought into the complexes used for its tournaments and this includes the Ozzie
Smith Sports Complex and Westhoff Park. No bottles, cans, jugs or coolers may be brought into the complex.
There is a full-service concession stand on premises. Also food is not to be cooked in the parking lot area for
safety and health code reasons. We appreciate your cooperation; however, we also reserve the right to inspect
bags, etc. which are brought into the complex. If food or drink (which includes bottled water, flavored water,
sports water or Gatorade type products) is brought into the complex,_it will be confiscated. Review this
information with your parents and players so we DO NOT have to interrupt game and/or your coaching to
deal with this.! Team water coolers are permissible as they will NOT be provided at the Florissant location.

TOURNAMENT UPDATE/REMINDERS

The following are some reminders of some rules which will be used as outlined in your tournament packet:

1. Coin Toss/Lineup Cards: A two-team lineup card will be used for all games. Coaches are requested to report
to the Umpire In Chief at the Headquarters Table approximately 60 minutes before their game for the coin
toss and to pick up the two-team lineup card. A coin toss will be held for all pool games and the championship
and third-place games. In all bracket games , the higher seeded team will be the home team. The Headquarters
Area is located at the entrance by field A-D at the Ozzie Smith Complex. The coin toss for games held away from
the Ozzie Smith Complex, if there are any, will be held near the concession stands.

2. Time Limit and Run Rules, Etc.: In order to maintain the tournament schedule, the following will be in effect.
a. Time Limit: 1 hour, 40 minutes (except championship games)
b. RunRules: As per USSSA rule book in games involving 11U, the run rules are 15 after three
innings and 8 after four innings in both pool play and bracket play;
c. Pitchers must begin their warmup immediately upon taking field or no later than 15 minutes before

game time.
3. Tournament Awards: Team and individual trophies will be given for first, second, third and fourth place.
4, Foul Balls: Team batting is required to chase foul balls, unless by prior agreement between coaches one team

retrieves foul balls on its side of the field and the other team retrieves foul balls on the other side. Please note:
The BC Baseball League starts all games with two new baseballs and two used baseballs; with the teams help,
this is all that is needed. If teams do not chase and retrieve foul balls, the umpire may require teams to

purchase additional baseballs from the Tournament Headquarters at $5 per ball. The time limit will continue

to run while additional balls are being purchased, unless it is being used as a stall tactic by one team at which time
the umpire has the discretionary power to suspend the clock and/or add minutes to the time limit. So, please
retrieve foul balls with enthusiasm!

5. USSSA Sportsmanship & BC Baseball Fan Conduct Rule: The USSSA takes the matter of proper
sportsmanship seriously. The Head Coach of each team is responsible for the behavior of his assistant coaches,
parents, fans and players. Should the umpires have any issue in regards to improper conduct with assistant
coaches, parents or players, the Head Coach will be held responsible. BC Baseball has one simple
rule, which will be in effect for the State Tournament, “If a parent or fan is ejected from the park, the Head Coach
will be ejected as well and will be required to escort that parent or fan to the parking lot immediately.”

7. Field Restrictions: BC Baseball has maintained the policy of NOT allowing any outside food or
drinks (other than water) to be brought into any complex in order to stay in compliance with state health code
regulations. There is a full-service concession stand on premises. Also no not allowing any food to be
cooked in the parking lot area, also to stay in compliance with state health codes. We appreciate your
cooperation. If food or drink (which includes bottled water, flavored water, sports water or Gatorade type products)
is brought into the complex, it will be confiscated. (NOTE: Any violations of this policy will be brought
to the Head Coach'’s attention to resolve. Make sure you inform you parents of these restrictions so you
are not dealing with this during your games when you want to coach. Thank You.) We also ask that you not
bring pets, scooters, skateboards, etc. into the complex. It is recommended, however, that teams bring a Team
Water Cooler to the complex, as there will not be water provided in the dugouts.
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
