Out-of-town
teams would play on Saturday and Sunday only for the BC Fall Classic, unless they request dif-
ferently. This tournament is followed by the St. Louis area opener — the Labor Day Classic,
on September 3-6 at the Pond Athletic Association. These tournaments give teams an early
start to the 2009 Fall Season.

The Labor Day Classic is followed by another popular tournament hosted by BC Baseball, the
Baseball Bowl, which is scheduled for September 11-13 at the Ozzie Smith Sports Complex in
O’Fallon. This tournament traditionally has drawn one of the largest fields for one of BC’s fall
tournaments at one of the premier facilities in the area.

BC Baseball then again will host the Mid-Missouri Fall Championships for all age groups.
